Planning Period:
September – October 20
	Numeracy
	Pupils will become aware of pattern within the world around us. They will identify and make patterns using a variety of materials and familiar objects. Pupils will be encouraged to complete a repeating pattern. Patterns making and matching objects will play a big part in structured play sessions. The children will be asked to match for colour, size and shape during practical activities and will then move onto matching pictures with a matching line. 

	  Literacy
	Pupils will be working on listening skills, what makes a good listener and why listening is important. They will listen to, learn and recite familiar nursery rhymes, listening carefully for sounds that are the same and words that rhyme. Pupils will become familiar with syllables and beats in words. They will be introduced to the order of the days of the week and will use the class calendar to embed this knowledge. Pupils will practice holding a pencil and writing tools correctly. They will be encouraged to recognise that print in books and around our environment has meaning. Pupils will be able to recognise the word ‘up’, ‘look’, ‘Mum’, ‘Dad’, ‘at’ and ‘is’, in text and match words to pictures. In class we will also explore the ‘Halloween tradition’ and will enjoy related stories and poems as well as the familiar tale of ‘The Little Red hen’

	Topics: Settling in, All about me, The Little Red Hen, Autumn, Halloween.
Pupils will be researching Autumn, the change in the environment and weather from Summer to Autumn. We will discuss in detail ‘Farm safety’ in Autumn and celebrating the traditional festival of ‘Halloween’. During this term we will enjoy the favourite tale of ‘The Little Red Hen’ and carryout activities related to this story.
