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TOPIC LEAFLET Primary Two
Planning Period:
September – October 20
	Numeracy
	Number: Revision of numbers to 10 orally, count a variety of objects, revise correct number formation to 10. Count orally in 1’s to and from 10 initially and then on to 20. Children will develop quick recognition of numbers within 10 (spoken and written), order consecutive and random numbers within 10 consecutively and randomly. Pupils will use a number line to count forwards/backwards in ones within 10 from different starting points, find numbers before, after and between 10. They will use practical materials to solve addition problems. Pupils will add two sets of numbers together and record the total. Children will estimate amounts to 10 practically, and use 1p coins to make amounts to the value of 10p.

Measure: Pupils will sequence events in order and talk about significant times on the clock. Each day as part of the class calendar pupils will recite days of the week in order and day before and after. They will become familiar with the language – half empty, half full and compare the capacities of several containers.

Shape and Space: Pupils recognise and name 2D shapes.

Data Handling: Copy, continue and devise repeating patterns represented by objects, apparatus, pictures and numbers. Talk about and interpret data represented in a simple block graph.

	  Literacy
	Pupils will be working on listening skills, what makes a good listener and why listening is important. We will revise initial sounds, the sound they make, how to form the letter correctly and the order of the alphabet. Pupils will recognise all capital letters and we will work on their formation. They will complete sound sorts, match words to pictures and complete a weekly independent piece of writing on a particular subject ie. My news. Pupils will listen to and read simple stories. They will work on rhyming words, recognise speech bubbles and identify where they should be used. Pupils will sort and label pictures, revisit stage 1 spellings and begin spelling a selection of CVC words and sort words based on their word families.  

	World Around Us
	Topics: Settling in, All about me, The Little Red Hen, Autumn, Halloween.

Pupils will be researching Autumn, the change in the environment and weather from Summer to Autumn. We will discuss in detail ‘Farm safety’ in Autumn and celebrating the traditional festival of ‘Halloween’. During this term we will enjoy the favourite tale of ‘The Little Red Hen’ and carryout activities related to this stoty.

	Pupils will use the interactive whiteboard for interactive games and phonics based activities, listen to audio books on the class Interactive whiteboard and use iPad to explore foundation apps.
